Amendment I.
Senate Officers

The Senate President will fulfill the duties listed in Article One; in addition, the President will be responsible for the following:

The President will propose and oversee the budget of the Senate, develop the annual plan, in light of the strategic plan of the academic division and the college as a whole, develop assessment and evaluation procedures for the Senate, update the Senate’s book of Actions taken, brief the college president and academic vice president periodically concerning the Senate’s actions, meet weekly with the Dean of Faculty, and oversee the work of the Senate during the summer recess.

The Vice President of the Senate will fulfill the duties of the President when the President is unable to serve.  In addition, the Vice President will be responsible for the following:

The Vice President will chair the faculty assembly and schedule its meetings, receive all proposals submitted for Senate consideration and send them to the appropriate committees, if necessary, sit on the Strategic Planning Committee and coordinate the dissemination of the material discussed there, chair the nominating committee and oversee elections of faculty to college committees, and liaison with administration, staff, and student government to assure that these constitutes are aware of Senate activities (a duty shared with the President).


Amendment II. Academic Policy and Programs Committee

That the current Academic Policies & Programs Committee be suppressed and replaced with an ad hoc Advisory Committee process for review of issues which require committee review and/or final proposal prior to a Faculty Senate vote.  The Faculty Senate will elect from a member, an Advisory Committee Liaison with voting power for the Academic Policies & Programs Committee.  When a Faculty Senate issue is sent to the APP committee for review and final proposal, the Advisory Committee Liaison will request participation from the faculty at large to create an ad hoc advisory committee of 3 to 5 members, specifically for that issue/proposal.   When Faculty response provides such opportunity, the APP Liaison will select faculty across Liberal Arts, Science, and Business Administration, for service on that advisory committee.


Amendment III. Senate Elections

That the election for the Faculty Senate for the following academic year be held no later than one week before the President’s Day Holiday and that elections to all other committees on which faculty serve be held no later than one week before the end of the semester.  For both elections a call for nominations will be sent to all who are eligible to vote two months before the election.  An updated list of nominees will be sent to all faculty every week for one month before the election.
