4.  If the answer to question 3 is yes, then print out your article, attach a copy with your report, and use it to answer questions 5-9.   If the answer is no then find an article that is available, print it out, and use it to answer questions 5.9
5.  Give a citation for the article using appropriate ACS style.
6.  Who is the principal investigator and where was the research carried out?
7.  Identify (circle, highlight, etc.) each of the following sections (or their equivalents) in your article:

-Abstract 

-Introduction (Background)

-Results

-Discussion

-Conclusion

-Experimental

-References

8.  Read the abstract of the article and skim the article itself, paying particular attention to the first sentences of each heading and the conclusion.  Try to understand as much as possible.  Write your own one-paragraph abstract, briefly summarizing, in your own words, the major points of the article.
